Discover Design 2010 will be scheduled from 26 July to 13 August 2010. To enrich the 
programme content, apart from the design education workshops and meeting with design 
professions sections, a cultural and knowledge exhange platform will be provided to regional 
and local students. 

 

Aims 

1 It aims to increase the creativity, design thinking and self-learning skills of youngster not 
only from theory to analysis, but also from discussion to practice. 

2 It inspires youngsters to think big and open their minds to the myriad of possibilities for a 
better life style through design. One of the major elements is to instill knowledge and 
concept of “design and creativity thinking” that students can understand the concept of 
design and its process and become an active and creative learner. 

3 It provides useful information of career and education relating to design, which can help 
youngsters in Hong Kong and those in the region for broadening their imaginations and 
thinking process. 

4 It provides an opportunity to students experiencing what works are like in the design and 
creative professions. 

5 It promotes Hong Kong as a regional educational and cultural exchange hub between 
students from different countries.

1 Participants will attend basic design workshops at local design education 
institutions. 

2 Each institution will arrange at least 1 basic workshop for students’ 
selection. The target number of participants is 25-30 per workshop. 

3 Workshops will provide basic design concept and skills to participants. 
Topics will cover 2D, 3D, multimedia, animation, product, fashion, e.t.c. 

4 Local design education institutions will be invited as Creative Workshop

3 Cultural tours include: Reinforce the cultural background through 
visiting art and cultural related establishments in Hong Kong including 
Artist Commune, Asia Art Archive, Cattle Depot Artist Village, old 
buildings in Central and Wanchai.
